Epoxy* — Can be used as a primer over multiple 
substrates prior to applying Duro-Shield Roof 
Coatings. It is also an adhesion promoter for 
areas of ponding water and can be used as 
a masonry block filler when combined with 
ordinary sand.

•	 Duro-Shield Bleed Block Primer* — Acrylic, 
single-component, water-based asphalt bleed 
blocker. For use on roofing substrates containing 
bitumen prior to applying Duro-Shield Roof 
Coatings. Bleed Block encapsulates the oil which 
commonly exudes from bituminous substrates 
and effectively traps it within the sealer to help 
inhibit bleed-through.

•	 Duro-Shield Silicone Roof Primer: TPO* — 
Manufactured from a fast evaporating solvent 
carrier and adhesion resins, this primer is 
intended to aid adhesion of the Duro-Shield 
Silicone Roof Coating to new and aged TPO 
membranes.

•	 Duro-Shield Acrylic Brush Grade Mastic — Heavy-
bodied, flexible, elastomeric caulk and sealant for 
filling and patching cracks and voids in various 
substrates prior to application of Duro-Shield 
Acrylic Primer and roof coatings.

•	 Duro-Shield Acrylic Primer* — The application 
of this primer is required on select substrates 
before using any of the Duro-Shield Acrylic roof 
coatings. 

	 Polyester Reinforcement Scrim — Compatible 
for use with both Duro-Shield Silicone and 
Duro-Shield Acrylic coatings, this flexible 
polyester membrane reinforces seams, 
flashings and penetrations. The membrane 
helps create strong, resilient bonds.
